First place winners, from Lawrence,
Kansas were the ‘‘Chairmen’’ ;second place
went to the “Forerunners’ from Heart
of America; third place was won by the
“‘Four Hunchbacks’* also of Heart of Amer-
ica; and tying for fourth spot were: the
“Dirty So and So’s” from NOJOCO, the
*‘Four Flushers’ from St. Joseph, ‘“The
Lost Chords’” from Heart of America and
*“The Pitchpipers’” also from Heart of
America,

Jerry Kelley, quartet promotion chair-
man, was responsible for this very suc=-
cessful meeting and contest. To quote
Jerry, ‘““The evening was a big success
from an entertaining and inter-chapter re-
lations point of view, I feel it will stimu-
late quartet activity also, and we are hope-
ful that several new quartets will be formed
from this beginning.

CONCENTRATED IN IOWA

Towans gathered most of the individual
and chapter district honors during 1967.
Hawkeye State residents scored in eight
of the fourteen award spots,

Individual honors went to Howard Mese-
cher (Davenport) as winner fo the Sam
Cohen Award, and to Gary Vos (Davenport)
as Bulletin Editor of the Year, Early
in the year the VIGORTONES (Cedar Rapids)
and the FOREMEN (Ft. Dodge) were named
to represent CSA at Los Angeles in inter=
national competition, as were the HI-
LANDERS from Denver, Of course every-
one knows that the FOREMEN were also
top quartet winners and the HARMONY
HAWKS (Cedar Rapids) top chorus winners

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in district competition in Des Moines in
October, Novice quartet winners were the
MIDWEST FOUR (Mason City). Addition-
ally, the MIDWEST FOUR placed third in
overall quartet competition, while the
CHORDBUSTERS (Davenport) were run=-
ners-up in chorus competition, The Chap-
ter Achievement Award for 1967, based
in 1966 chapter quarterly activity reports,
also went to the Cedar Rapids chapter,

Other top awards were scattered out-
side Towa, however, Novice quartet win-
ners at the International Prelims in Sioux
Falls in April were the NOTED FOUR
ifrom St. Joseph, Missouri, Membership
Retention and Increase awards were made
to Columbia, Missouri; Lincoln, Nebraska,
and Longmont, Colorado at the Prelims,
Denver’s HI-LANDERS again snagged sec=
ond spot in quartet competition and St.
Joe’s PONY EXPRESSMEN again scored
way up there as third place chorus winners
at Des Moines, HerbCrapson’s MONTHLY
MOANIN' GAZETTE was named second best
bulletin of the year, This Topeka, Kansas,
paper has long been one of the best in
the district.

Mesecher was named by the CSA Board
as most deserving of the Sam Cohen Award
after many years of faithful and talented
service to the Central States District, The
award was established by Topekan Sam
Cohen as a special recognition for ex-
tended district service. Howard is past
district Contest and Judging Chairman, as
well as Voice Expression Category Special-
ist, and is current Chairman of the Inter-
national Contest and Judging Committee,
He is also chairman of the quartet work-
shop education program for the district,
and is director of the Davenport chorus,

Gary Vos, now in the Air Force, has
been editor of the WEEKLY NOTE DIS-
PENSER, the bulletin which will join Crap-
son’s GAZETTE in representing CSA at
the next international contest this summer,

Since we wera the second ‘‘act’ to make
the trip (Danny Kaye made the first) and
since we were the first Society quartet
to go, naturally we wanted to make a good
impression. We needn’t have worried.

Furthermore the USO people
and the Red Cross were delighted with the
‘portability’” of a quartet act and seemed
to be happily surprised by the fact that
we actually enjoyed what we were doing
and got along well together, (A real

As you can well imagine, there were
no ‘‘average' or “Typical’”’ days on the
entire 17-day journey but we amassed
some figures that can be juggled mathema=-
tically to produce an average: Traveled
over 19,000 miles, Sang for approxi-
